 The Goal of Christian Transformation Is Wholeness - Col 1:27-28; Ja 1:2-4 

…a human being functioning as God intended - I Thess 5:23-24 

…Are you willing to be made whole? - Jo 5:6; Matt 10:21 
 
 

 Christianity Maintains That Human Wholeness Starts and Ends With The Person of Jesus Christ - Col 1:13-21 
 
- The power to be whole is Divine, not human - I Thess 5:23-24; Ps 37:5 
 
- God is the Author, Originator, Creator of all human wholeness 

 …"shalom": peace, wellness, soundness, wholeness - Is 54:10 

 …a peace that is "not of this world" - Jo 14:27 

 …it is first and foremost peace with God - Ro 5:1, 8-10 

 …it is also the peace of God - Phil 4:7; Col 3:15 
 
 

 Only God's Holy Ones Can Be Made Entirely Whole - I Cor 1:30; 6:11; Heb 2:11 
 
- All holiness and wholeness is derived from God - Jo 15:5 

 …whatever belongs to God is holy - I Co 6:19-20 

 …every Christian is already a saint - Acts 9:17,32,41; Ro 1:7; I Co 1:2 et al 
 
- Every facet of our humanity is to be brought into line with Christ who is our life - Col 3:4 
 
- We are created and recreated to function… 

 …spiritually:  we are creatures with a habitation capacity for God 

 …psychologically:  we are thinking, feeling, choosing creatures 

 …physically:  we are material creatures with sensory organs 
 
 

 To Live As Whole and Holy Ones… 

 …Our spirit must be indwelt by The Holy Spirit of God - Ro 8:9 

 …Our soul must be tuned and turned to the Spirit of Christ - Ja 1:21 

 …Our bodies must be presented to God as instruments of His righteousness - Ro 6:11-13,19
