- Abandoning is the place of responsivity - "take My yoke" - Matt 11:29

..His power is activated by abandoning - Dan 11:32

- When we own our weaknesses, we are made strong - 11 Cor 12:9-10

- The promise of strength is for those who wait upon the Lord in humility - Ps 10:17; Is 40:31
