 …PTGS:  Post Traumatic Glory Syndrome - Ro 8:18-29 
 
 
     - Our cooperation with His operation 
 
 …honestly pour out our limited, finite story into God's unlimited, infinite Love 
 
      - regularly "soak" in the love of God - Deut 7:7-8 
 
      - grace works when we are honest! 
 
 …responsively agree to trust Him 
 
      - the proper use of our free "Amen" (= most certainly)  
 
      - "I believe you... I obey you." 
 
    …in the obedience of faith we are moved from theological awareness to operational 
         oneness 
 
      - blessedness (Jo 13:17), knowing (Jo 7:17), and rock solidness (Matt 7:24) become 
       our experience!
