I Jo 5:18; II Cor 2:14; I Jo 5:4-5 

 
 
THE EASTER WORLD IS THE WORLD OF INDWELLING GOD-LIFE - Col 1:27; Ga 2:20 
 
     - We are made “partakers of the Divine nature” – II Pet 1:4 

 …this requires a death and a life – Ro 6:3-11 

 …in Christ, we die to one world and are born again into another – Jo 3:3; I Pet 1:23 
 
 
THE EASTER WORLD IS THE WORLD OF THE CHURCH – I Cor 12:13-14 
 
     - The church is not where we go, or what we do… it is who we are – I Cor 12:27 

 …we are an earthy community – Matt 6:10 

 …we are an ethical community – II Cor 5:14; Jo 13:34-35 
 
 
THE EASTER WORLD IS THE WORLD OF PURPOSE AND MEANING – Ro 8:28-29 
 
     - We are “co-missioned” to be His witnesses – Jo 20:21; Acts 1:8 

 …we are empowered to tell His story with our lives – Acts 1:8
